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　The purpose of this gPBL is to investigate the implementation of electronic devices such as IoT and related technologies in our
society. The gPBL was held by KMUTT and SIT. This year, five groups were made, which was constructed with two or three
KMUTT students and two SIT students. Moreover, two KMUTT students participated as TA in each group. Each group selected
one electronic appliance and broke it down into parts. During dismantling and analysis, KMUTT and SIT students discussed what
kind of devices (electronic devices, photonic devices, etc.) and the related technologies were implemented, and what kind of
technologies would be required in the future. At the end of the gPBL, each group gave a presentation.
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
