Classes for spring semester AY2022 will be held in-person while taking measures to prevent the spread of
infection. However, online classes will be used for courses that are deemed to be more effective for the

curriculum. Please check the university web timetable for details.

The University conducted both in-person and online classes in AY2021. During this difficult time of
coronavirus contagion, many students, faculty, and staff received vaccinations and took infection control
measures, allowing us to complete classes without interruption. As President, I would like to express my

deepest gratitude.

The new coronavirus infection is not yet under control, and the situation continues to be unpredictable.
Although it is difficult to predict what will happen in AY2022, we regard the campus as a place where
students can interact with each other and have valuable experiences through experiments, practical
training, and extracurricular activities. We believe that real communication will enrich the students’

learning and human development in our society.

With this in mind, classes in AY2022 will be held in-person, in order to increase the opportunities for
students to come to campus. Depending on developments in the infection situation, however, this policy

may be changed, so please pay attention to announcements from the university.

(4) Please continue to strengthen our infection control measures by wearing masks, washing your hands,

disinfecting, and by avoiding crowded places and close contact settings.
